Osprey Photo  must be in an electronic format with a 300 DPI resolution and the following dimensions:  
 
• 1800 x 1200 pixels (minimum size);      • Black & White or Colour;      • Electronic format .jpeg;   • 300 DPI resolution  
 

Prints of photos will not be accepted.  

Digital Photos must be submitted via email to   friendsoftheosprey@gmail.com  

Your Osprey photo must be taken in the Kawartha Lakes and Peterborough area 

Your email should contain in the SUBJECT line -  “Entry – FOTO Photo Contest” 

Contestants should include their name, address and telephone number. 

Duration of Contest is June 20th  thru September 5th, 2010. 

A maximum of 2 photos per household may be submitted. 

Compositional changes to digital files are not acceptable and will be disqualified; tonal or colour cast corrections are 
acceptable. 

All entries and contest materials received become property of the contest organizers and will not be returned.  

To be considered in the contest, all submissions must be original, unpublished photographs. 

By submitting entries to the FOTO Photo Contest, the contestant grants the sponsors the unrestricted and exclusive rights to 
use photograph(s) for any purpose. This includes, but is not limited to, publishing your photograph(s) in print or electronic 
form for promotional purposes without further compensation, and the right to use the photographers name as a credit along 
with the photograph.  
 
The photographer must own all rights to any photographs entered in this contest. 
 
Photograph(s) previously published in full or in part in other publications, contests etc, will be disqualified.  

By submitting entries to the FOTO Photo Contest, the contestant declares that a) he or she does not sell photographs or 
charge a fee for taking pictures; b) the photography submitted is his or her original work.  

Judging:  A qualified panel of judges will judge eligible entries. All decisions of the contest judges are final.  The panel will 
short list 10 entries.  Those 10 entries will be published in The Lindsay Post for public viewing and vote.  The final judging will 
take place at the Lindsay Fair where in the general public will be given an opportunity to cast their vote.  The final winner will 
be announced in The Lindsay Post in October.   

Prize:  The winner of this contest will have their winning FOTO Photo professionally printed with your choice of mat and 
framing.  (Value to $200.00) and a one year subscription to The Post. 

By submitting entries to the FOTO Photo Contest, the participant consents to entry of his or her submission and agrees to 
these Official Rules and Regulations and the decisions of the judges, which are final and binding in all matters to this contest.
